Candace would like to adopt a dog as a pet?

How does Candace prepare for bringing a new dog home when she goes to the pet
store with her mother?

There are so many dogs at the animal shelter. How does Candace choose just the right
dog for her and her family?

Once Candace brings Freckles home, her mom lets her know that it is going to be
Candace’s job to train the puppy. Look at the illustration where Candace is reading the
puppy training book while her mother is cooking. What do you notice about Freckles's
behavior? What are some things that Candace might need to teach her new puppy?

Describe Candace’s first training lesson with Freckles when she tries to teach him to sit.
Why is Candace frustrated at times when trying to train her puppy?

Even though training a new puppy is hard for Candace, her mother gives her some
important advice. How does this advice become even more relevant when Candace
takes Freckles out for a walk one rainy morning?

What important lesson about doing hard things did Candace learn in this story? What
do you think would have happened if she'd given up?
