Habakkuk had to be reminded that God was the one who would 
never disappoint him. Everything around Habakkuk might change 
for the worse, but God never would. He would always love Habakkuk! 
And God’s good plans for his people will succeed no matter what!

When Jesus came, God’s people were struggling like Habakkuk. 
Everything seemed to be going wrong. God’s people needed to be 
reminded again that God was still in control. They needed to know 
that God’s power had not changed and does not change! Jesus showed 
that God was still powerful by perform-
ing many miracles. And Jesus reminded 
everyone that true rest came from hav-
ing a close relationship with him. Here is 
how Jesus said that in Matthew 
11:28–29. “Come to me, all you 
who are tired and are carrying 
heavy loads. I will give you rest. 
Become my servants and learn 
from me. I am gentle and free of 
pride. You will find rest for your 
souls.”

2. Set three boxes against a wall on their sides with the opening facing the play area.
3. Hang the signs above the boxes.
4. Cut apart the story strips on the activity sheet and mix them up in a bowl or basket.
5. Explain that the task is to organize the story strips into the correct scenes where

they belong.
6. Children will pull a random strip, wrap it around a ball, tape it in place, and try to roll it

into the appropriate box representing the scene where that strip belongs. It may take
some experimenting to roll the ball into the box and not have it bounce back out.

7. For a competitive version, set up a double set of supplies and have teams. Race to see
which team completes the story first.

8. For a cooperative version, simply take turns rolling the balls.
9. You or a volunteer can be stationed near the boxes to remove the strips and roll the

balls back to the players.
10. After the game, talk about:

• Summarize what happened in each of these three scenes from the Bible story.
• Ask how the lesson learned from Daniel could affect your life?
• Discuss how Daniel was ready to be loyal to God no matter what was going to

happen. His relationship with God was the most important thing in his life.
