Read what James 1:19-27 tells us about how to speak and behave gently.

I am sending this letter to you, the 12 tribes scattered among the nations.

Greetings.

y brothers and sisters, you will face all kinds of trouble. When you do, think of it as pure

joy. Your faith will be tested. You know that when this happens it will produce in you the

strength to continue. And you must allow this strength to finish its work. Then you will
be all you should be. You will have everything you need. If any of you needs wisdom, you should
ask God for it. He will give it to you. God gives freely to everyone and doesn’t find fault. But when
you ask, you must believe. You must not doubt. That’s because a person who doubts is like a wave
of the sea. The wind blows and tosses them around. They shouldn’t expect to receive anything
from the Lord. This kind of person can’t make up their mind. They can never decide what to do.

Here’s what believers who are in low positions in life should be proud of. They should be proud
that God has given them a high position in the kingdom. But rich people should take pride in
their low positions. That’s because they will fade away like wild flowers. The sun rises. Its burn-
ing heat dries up the plants. Their blossoms fall. Their beauty is destroyed. In the same way, rich
people will fade away. They fade away even as they go about their business.

Blessed is the person who keeps on going when times are hard. After they have come through
hard times, this person will receive a crown. The crown is life itself. The Lord has promised it to
those who love him.

When a person is tempted, they shouldn’t say, “God is tempting me.” God can’t be tempted by
evil. And he doesn’t tempt anyone. But each person is tempted by their own evil desires. These
desires lead them on and drag them away. When these desires are allowed to remain, they lead
to sin. And when sin is allowed to remain and grow, it leads to death.

My dear brothers and sisters, don’t let anyone fool you. Every good and perfect gift is from God.
This kind of gift comes down from the Father who created the heavenly lights. These lights cre-
ate shadows that move. But the Father does not change like these shadows. God chose to give us
new birth through the message of truth. He wanted us to be the first harvest of his new creation.

Suppose someone listens to the word but doesn’t do what it says. Then they are like a person
who looks at their face in a mirror. After looking at themselves, they leave. And right away they
forget what they look like. But suppose someone takes a good look at the perfect law that gives
freedom. And they keep looking at it. Suppose they don’t forget what they’ve heard, but they do
what the law says. Then this person will be blessed in what they do.

Suppose people think their beliefs and how they live are both right. But they don’t control
what they say. Then they are fooling themselves. Their beliefs and way of life are not worth any-
thing at all. Here are the beliefs and way of life that God our Father accepts as pure and without

End fault. When widows are in trouble, take care of them. Do the same for children who have no
Readin g ———  parents. And don’t let the world make you impure.

y brothers and sisters, you are believers in our glorious Lord Jesus Christ. So treat ev-

eryone the same. Suppose a man comes into your meeting wearing a gold ring and

fine clothes. And suppose a poor man in dirty old clothes also comes in. Would you
show special attention to the man wearing fine clothes? Would you say, “Here’s a good seat for
you”? Would you say to the poor man, “You stand there”? Or “Sit on the floor by my feet”? If you
would, aren’t you treating some people better than others? Aren’t you like judges who have evil
thoughts?

My dear brothers and sisters, listen to me. Hasn’t God chosen those who are poor in the world’s
eyes to be rich in faith? Hasn’t he chosen them to receive the kingdom? Hasn’t he promised it to
those who love him? But you have disrespected poor people. Aren’t rich people taking advantage
of you? Aren’t they dragging you into court? Aren’t they speaking evil things against the worthy
name of Jesus? Remember, you belong to him.

The royal law is found in Scripture. It says, “Love your neighbor as you love yourself.”

If you really keep this law, you are doing what is right. But you sin if you don’t
treat everyone the same. The law judges you because you have broken it. Suppose you keep the
whole law but trip over just one part of it. Then you are guilty of breaking all of it. God said, “Do
not commit adultery.” He also said, “Do not commit mur-
der” Suppose you don’t commit adultery but do commit
murder. Then you have broken the law.

Speak and act like people who are going to be judged by the law that gives freedom. Those
who have not shown mercy will not receive mercy when they are judged. To show mercy is better
than to judge.

uppose a person claims to have faith but doesn’t act on their faith. My brothers and sisters,

can this kind of faith save them? Suppose a brother or a sister has no clothes or food. Sup-

pose one of you says to them, “Go. I hope everything turns out fine for you. Keep warm. Eat
well.” And suppose you do nothing about what they really need. Then what good have you done?
It is the same with faith. If it doesn’t cause us to do something, it’s dead.

But someone will say, “You have faith. I do good deeds.”

Show me your faith that doesn’t cause you to do good deeds. And I will show you my faith
by the goods deeds I do. You believe there is one God. Good! Even the demons believe that. And
they tremble!

You foolish person! Do you want proof that faith without good deeds is useless? Our father
Abraham offered his son Isaac on the altar. Wasn’t he considered to be right with God because
of what he did? So you see that what he believed and what he did were working together. What
he did made his faith complete. That is what Scripture means where it says, “Abraham be-
lieved God. God accepted Abraham because he believed. So his faith made him right with God.”

And that’s not all. God called Abraham his friend. So you see that a person is con-
sidered right with God by what they do. It doesn’t happen only because they believe.
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BIBLE STORIES

In this chapter on compassion, the stories of Ruth and the Good Samaritan teaches us about how
important it is to love one another. Read the chapter and discuss the questions at the end.

Compassion

Our belief in humanity calls us to love anyone and everyone
the way God does. Compassion goes a step further by asking
us to feel their pain. Compassion is a word that means “suffer
with.” God wants us to get close to people who are suffering
and suffer with them so they are not alone. We might not be
able to fix the problem, but we can try to understand their pain.

Protect the Poor
Our key verse, Psalm 82:3-4, says, “Protect the rights of the
people who are poor or treated badly.” There is a man in the
Old Testament named Boaz who did just that. Boaz was a land-
owner who made sure his harvesters left grain behind as a
way of showing compassion to people in need. When a young
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widow named Ruth showed up to pick up leftover grain to feed
herself and her widowed mother-in-law Naomi, Boaz went the
extra mile and offered her protection. As you read this story of
Boaz’s compassion, look for the ways Ruth also showed com-
passion.

Naomi had a relative on her husband’s side of the family. The
relative’s name was Boaz. He was a very important man from the
family of Elimelek.

Ruth, who was from Moab, spoke to Naomi. Ruth said, “Let
me go out to the fields. I'll pick up the grain that has been left. I'll
do it behind anyone who is pleased with me.”

Naomi said to her, “My daughter, go ahead.” So Ruth went out
to a field and began to pick up grain. She worked behind those
cutting and gathering the grain. As it turned out, she was work-
ing in a field that belonged to Boaz. He was from the family of
Elimelek.

Just then Boaz arrived from Bethlehem. He greeted those cut-
ting and gathering the grain. He said, “May the LOrD be with you!”

God wants us to treat one
another like he treats us.

Are you on a team? Maybe you play soccer or volleyball.
Even if you're not on a team, you know people who are.
People who are on teams usually wear uniforms. That uniform lets
everyone know that they're a member of a team.

God sent the prophet Amos to tell his people that they have
uniforms too! But their uniform is not the clothes they wear. It's
how they live! People should be able to see we're on God's team by
what we do. But Amos had to tell God's people they weren't wear-
ing their uniforms! No one could see they were God's people by
how they were living! They were being selfish and greedy. They
were mean to one another and the people who lived among them.
They weren't obeying God and they didn't really mean it when they
worshiped him.

God sent the prophet Amos to remind his people how they were
supposed to act.

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ACTIVITIES

God wants us to show what is true about him. Here's a fun way to
do that! You'll need two or more people to play. Write these words
on 10 small pieces of paper: Love, Mercy, Justice, True, Kind, Fair,
Honest, Faithful, Good, Forgive. Each word describes something
true about God. Now fold the 10 papers and mix them up. Divide
into two teams.

Each team picks five papers. Make sure you don't see what is
written on them! Teams take turns playing. When it's their turn to
play, a team picks an actor. The actor selects one paper. After they
have read the word written on it, start a timer. The actor must use
their entire body to spell out the word they just read. It's not fair to
use only your hands! Form one letter at a time. Everyone else on
their team has to guess the word the actor is spelling. When they
get it right, stop the timer. Record how long it took the team to guess
the word. Keep switching back and forth until both teams have
finished their five words. Add up the total time it took each
team to guess their words. The team with the shortest
amount of time wins!

CAN OF COMPASSION

SUPPLIES NEEDED:

Clean, empty can (one per child); Be sure to bend down any sharp edges with pliers
before giving it to your child.

Can of Compassion template (see next page)

Glue sticks

Fun stickers or stamps

Crayons; markers

Craft sticks (several per child)

Print, photocopy, and cut apart the Can of Compassion template (one slip needed per
child). Note that the paper size is based on a vegetable can, approximately 15 oz. If you
have cans of different sizes, cut the paper accordingly, leaving about an inch for overlap.
It might help for you to prepare a sample can to use as a model.

Test your markers to find ones that won't bleed when writing on the wooden craft sticks.

Show children your sample can.

Share with them that they are going to make their own compassion can to help remind
them to be loving and kind toward others.

Tell them who you have in your can and that each day you will choose a name and try
and do something to show kindness to that person. If you don't see them that day, say
a special prayer or write a little card to bring to them another time. The people in
your can be anyone in your life --relatives, friends, coworkers, even mail carriers and
your hairsylist.

Give each child a strip of paper with the verse printed on it. Show them how to fold
back about one inch on a short side so they do not decorate it. (This will be the
overlapping section to glue.)

Allow students to decorate their paper using crayons, stickers, stamps, or other fun
craft supplies.

Instruct your child to glue their label around their can.

Give them a few craft sticks on which to write names of family, friends, or others.
Write one name on each stick.

Encourage your child to use their compassion can often to remind them to show love
and kindness toward others.
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
